Caring for our soul:
The soul is eternal. The body dies, but the real you lives forever. We spend so much time taking care of our bodies and improving our minds and relationships with others, but shouldn't be learn how to care for our eternal soul?
Here is a thoughtful letter, from a daughter of a friend of mine.  She wanted to know how to save her soul and that of her family.  Here goes:
Dear Molly,
There are many devotions and methods by which to make reparation for our sins, grow in virtue, console God and Our Lady, obtain graces for others, etc. Some of these devotions are easier than others - and different ones appeal different people. Some devotions are appealing based on the promises attached to them or the graces one hopes to receive. For example, many people in the military pray to St. Michael because he was God's first soldier - and the military men seek his protection and guidance. Other people, when they lose things, pray to St. Anthony of Padua - because he often helps find things that are missing. And so it is with the different Saints and devotions - each one has special graces, favors, or promises attached to it.  
 
    Now when it comes to saving our souls - God has generously given us many means to achieve this. One of these ways is a very powerful devotion that Jesus revealed to Sts. Elizabeth the queen of Hungary, St. Matilda and St. Bridget. In this devotion, we pray six prayers (2 Our Father's, 2 Hail Mary's, 2 Glory Be's) in honor of the Precious Blood that Jesus lost during His Passion and Death. And if we faithfully do this daily for 3 years - then Christ promises the 5 incredible rewards:
1. The remittance of your sins and a plenary indulgence. (This means not only are all of your sins forgiven, but you will be released from the obligation of making reparation for your sins.) 
2. You will be free from the pains of Purgatory 
3. If you should die before completing the said 3 years, for you it will be the same as if you had completed them. 
4. It will be upon your death the same as if you had shed all your blood for the Holy Faith. (In Heaven, you will receive the reward of a martyr.) 
5. I [Jesus] will descend from Heaven to take your soul and that of your relatives, until the fourth generation."

    And so you see, Molly, if your parents say these prayers, then it will obtain the grace of salvation for not only them - but all their descendants down to the fourth generation. This would include you and your brothers and sisters! Also, depending on her abilities, I would strongly recommend that your great grandmother say these prayers as well - that will ensure her salvation and those of her descendants too! Isn't the good God so wonderfully generous? I would also suggest that you and your siblings say these prayers as well- then you will not go to Purgatory, but go straight to Heaven where you will receive a martyr's reward!
 
Another devotion that is very powerful is one given to us by Our Lady. It is called the Green Scapular. To read more about it, please click HERE . This devotion is very simple. You take the Green Scapular and give it to whomever you want to benefit by it. Then you pray for that person by saying (at least once a day) the little prayer on the back: "Immaculate Heart of Mary, pray for us now and at the hour of our death". And if we do this with great confidence in Our Lady's love and power, than she promises to obtain for us physical, mental and spiritual health. So if you want to pray for someone's soul, or if you know someone who is ill, or mentally depressed - than I heartily recommend using the Green Scapular. We have seen so many miracles from its use! Now if you cannot get the Green Scapular to the person you are praying for, or if they will not accept it, then just hold onto it for them and pray all the harder! And if you need a Green Scapular, we have friends whose apostolate is spreading its devotion. So just send me your address and I will pass it on to them and they will ship you a Green Scapular. 
 
The last devotion that I would strongly encourage you to practice is as simple as it is powerful.
